Does referring to religion
deactivate the mind and logic?

The mind's role is to judge things and approve them; however, the mind's
inability to reach the purpose behind man's existence, for instance, does not
cancel its role; rather, it gives religion the chance to inform it of what it has
failed to realize. The religion informs the mind of its Creator, the source of its
existence, and the purpose behind its existence, then the mind carries out the
process of understanding, judging, and approving such information. Thus,
acknowledging the Creator's existence does not deactivate the mind or logic.
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
